IP65 RATED

The International Protection (IP) rating system is commonly expressed as “IP” (Ingress Protection) followed
by two numbers (i.e. IP65), where the numbers define the degree of protection. The first digit (Foreign Bodies
Protection) indicates the extent of protection against particles entering the fixture, and the second digit (Water
Protection) indicates the extent of protection against water entering the fixture. An IP65 rated lighting fixture is
designed and tested to protect against the ingress of dust (6), and low-pressure water jets from any direction (5).

NOTE: THIS FIXTURE IS INTENDED FOR TEMPORARY OUTDOOR USE ONLY!

Maritime/Coastal Environment Installations: A coastal environment is seaside adjacent, and caustic to
electronics through exposure to atomized salt-water and humidity, whereas maritime is anywhere within 5-miles
of a coastal environment.

NOT suitable for maritime/coastal environment installations. Installing this fixture in a
maritime/coastal environment may cause corrosion and/or excessive wear to the interior
and/or exterior components of the fixture. Damages and/or performance issues resulting
from installation in a maritime/coastal environment will void the manufactures warranty, and
will NOT be subject to any warranty claims and/or repairs.

Maritime installations require additional preparation, and additional service intervals may be needed given the
maritime use. In general, IP ratings presuppose freshwater conditions VS maritime conditions, which are typically
more “caustic” to IP fixtures (both internally and externally). A duty-cycle may also be needed when units are not
in use. During times of high humidity and colder temperatures, condensation may occur internally so the fixture
may require a duty-cycle to bring it up to running temperature, allowing any accumulation of moisture to be
expelled via the vent valve. Recommendations can change based on installation environmental circumstances.
A waterproof dome or similar device is recommended for use in permanent outdoor installations. When using a
dome, refer to manufacturer recommendations for duty-cycle.

NOTE: NOT ALL FEATURES LISTED ARE AVAILABLE ON ALL FIXTURES; THE FOLLOWING
INSTRUCTIONS MAY NOT APPLY. CONTACT SUPPORT FOR ADDITIONAL DETAILS.

Exterior Maintenance: Inspect the exterior every 30-days. The unit must be powered off/disconnected. Inspect
optics to determine if the lens is obstructed, then clean optics and chassis accordingly. Based on initial finding,
schedule maintenance accordingly, keeping in mind that exterior maintenance will be required. Even if the
luminaires are NOT in use, maintenance will still be needed given its location (exterior use). The use of a durable
type of wax on the chassis is recommended since it will help prevent contaminant build up. Inspect both power
and data lines for any signs of contaminants or corrosion. Periodically reapplying di-electric grease, especially
in coastal environments. If any signs of corrosion/contaminants are present, clean thoroughly, and/or replace
connectors, then reapply di-electric grease. Typically, this should be done annually, or any time an opportunity
presents itself. As a preventive measure, annual replacement of both vent valves is recommended. The vent
valve membrane can become contaminated and/or clogged causing improper venting of humidity within the
luminaire. Inspect all mounting hardware as a precaution.

Interior Maintenance: Inspect the interior every 30-days. The unit must be powered off/disconnected.

+ Inspect zoom/focus mechanism, clean optics, lubricate linear bearings (Krytox oil) as needed, inspect belts
for wear

* Inspect all rotating effect wheels, manually rotate them, note any resistance

+ Inspect all remaining rotating belts for any wear

+ Inspect all fans, clean as needed, check rotation, check connections

+ Inspect CMY module, manually move flags and check for signs of resistance, and if needed, clean guide rods
first, then reapply a thin layer of grease (moly lube)

« Clean interior with low-volume compressed air, then clean optics prior to reassembly of head covers

Although the base has limited moving parts, the pan belt should also be inspected for wear. Remember to always
perform an IP test anytime a cover is removed.

There is no specific time frame regarding the routine replacement of parts such as belts/stepper motors, PCBs,
or LEDs. These items should only be replaced on an as needed bases, except for cooling fans, which should
be replaced once the luminaries reach 10,000-hours. This is a prophylactic measure intended to keep the unit
running as cool as possible, insuring proper function of all internal components. A complete service breakdown
is available, please contact service @adj.com for any needed parts or manuals.
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STORAGE AND TRANSPORTATION

When storing or transporting your fixtures in the optional ADJ road case, please be sure to orient your
fixtures correctly! The fixture should be oriented with the charging port facing downwards, and the pro-
truding connector brackets on one end of the fixture should be pointing away from the cable/accessory
compartment. If oriented correctly, the connector brackets should fit snugly into the foam cutouts along
the edge of the road case.

BATTERY WARNINGS
HANDLING PRECAUTIONS

Do not short circuit the battery. Avoid subjecting the battery to a short circuit, as doing so gener-
ates a very high current, resulting in overheating, electrolyte gel leakage, harmful fumes, explosion
risk, or other damage to the battery.

Mechanical shock. Dropping, impacting, striking, or bending the unit, or subjecting the unit to any
other types of mechanical shock may cause failure or shortend life of the battery.

Do not disassemble the batteries. Never disassemble the batteries, as doing so may result in an in-
ternal short circuit in the battery, leading to fire, explosion, release of harmful fumes, or other hazards.
Electrolyte gel is harmful, and contact should be avoided whenever possible. Should the electrolyte
gel come into contact with the skin or eyes, flush the area of contact immediately with fresh water and
seek medical attention immediately.

Do not expose battery to heat or fire. Never incinerate or dispose of the batteries in fire, as this
could result in an explosion.

Do not exposure the battery to water or liquids. Never expose or immerse the batteries in liquids
of any type, including water, seawater, soft drinks, juices, coffee, or other beverages.

Battery Replacement. For battery replacement please contact customer support.

Never use a damaged battery. Shipping carries a risk of damage to the battery. Should damage be
observed, including damage to the plastic casing of the battery, deformation of the battery package,
chemical or electrolyte odor, or leakage of the electrolyte gel, or any other miscellaneous damage,
DO NOT use the battery. A battery with a odor of electrolyte or a gel leakage should be placed away
from fire to avoid risk of fire or explosion.

Battery Storage. The battery should be stored at room temperature, with a charge of at least 50%.
During long periods of storage, it is recommended that the battery be charged every 6 months. Do-
ing so will prolong the life of the battery and will also make sure that the battery charge does not fall
below the 30% mark.

Other Chemical Reactions. Because batteries rely on a chemical reaction to work, battery perfor-
mance will deteriorate over time, even if stored for a long period of time without being used. In addi-
tion, if various usage conditions (such as charge, discharge, ambient temperature, etc.) are not main-
tained within the specified ranges, the life expectancy of the battery maybe shortened or the device in
which the battery is used may be damaged by electrolyte gel leakage. If the batteries cannot maintain
a charge for long periods of time, even when they are charged correctly, this may indicate the need to
replace the battery.

Battery Disposal. Please dispose of battery according to local regulations.

Then, while the fixture is still hot,
re-install the air valve and allow the unit to cool down. Please note that this procedure should be per-
formed in a dry, air-conditioned environment. Avoid additional fogging by drying the fixture completely
before placing into a road case.

Fixture(s) should be installed outside walking paths, seating areas, or areas where unauthorized
personnel might reach the fixture by hand.

NEVER stand directly below the fixture(s) when rigging, removingm, or servicing.

Overhead fixture installation must always be secured with a secondary safety attachment, such as
an appropriately rated safety cable.

Allow approximately 60 minutes for the fixture to cool down before servicing.

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INSTALLATION GUIDELINES

CLAMP INSTALLATION

This fixture features brackets for the attachment of mounting clamps. There are also safety cable
attachment points located on the heatsink near each endcap. When mounting the fixture to a truss
or any other suspended or overhead installation, be sure to secure appropriately rated clamps (not
included) to the brackets, and attach a separate SAFETY CABLE of the appropriate weight rating to
a safety cable attachment point.

SAFETY CABLE:

RIGGING

Overhead rigging requires extensive experience, including among others, calculating working load
limits, installation material being used, and periodic safety inspection of all installation material and the
fixture. If you lack these qualifications, do not attempt the installation yourself. Improper installation can
result in bodily injury.

This fixture is designed to be mounted vertically (hanging or upright), or horizontally (perpendicular to
vertical axis) only.

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INSTALLATION GUIDELINES
POTENTIAL INTERNAL FIXTURE DAMAGE FROM EXTERNAL SOURCES OF LIGHT BEAMS

External sources of light beams from direct sunlight, lighting and moving head fixtures, and lasers,
which are focused directly towards the exterior housing and/or penetrate the front lens opening of
Elation lighting fixtures, can cause severe internal damage including burning of optics, dichroic color
filters, glass and metal gobos, prisms, animation wheels, frost filters, iris, shutters, motors, belts,
wiring, discharge lamps, and LEDs.

This issue is not specific only to Elation lighting fixtures, but rather it is a common issue with
lighting fixtures from all manufacturers. Although there is no true way to fully prevent this issue from
happening, the guidelines below can reduce the risk of potential damage. Contact Elation Service for
more details.

DO NOT EXPOSE THE FIXTURE AND/OR FRONT LENS OPENING TO LIGHT BEAMS FROM
DIRECT SUNLIGHT, OTHER LIGHTING OR MOVING HEAD FIXTURES, AND LASERS DURING
UNPACKING, INSTALLATION, USE, AND EXTENDED IDLE TIMES OUTDOORS. DO NOT FOCUS
A LIGHT BEAM FROM ONE LIGHTING FIXTURE DIRECTLY TOWARDS ANOTHER.

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ACCESSORY INSTALLATION: FROST FILTER

Locate Frost Filter Lens Lock and press out to unlock it. Carefully slide Frost Filter Lens into the Lens
Slots. Once in place, secure the Frost Filter Lens by pressing inward to relock it.

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ACCESSORY INSTALLATION - L-TRACK

L-TRACK MOUNTING

This unit’s L-track mounting system allows the user to slide the mounting clamps along the tracks
and lock them down in the desired position. This unit features two L-tracks mounted on the underside
of the unit and two along the sides of the unit. These L-tracks are fitted with mounting brackets from
the factory, but the brackets may be detached and other L-track components can be installed in their
place. Special L-track mounting clamps, which incorporate an L-track attachment rail in place of a
mounting bolt hole, are available in both regular and extended lengths. Similarly, L-track adapters are
also available which can be fitted to any standard mounting clamp.

To attach an L-track clamp or adapter, simply insert the attachment rail into the matching track on the
fixture, slide to its desired location, and tighten the fastener knob on the attachment to secure in place.

REMOTE CONTROL GUIDELINES

REMOTE FUNCTIONS
The functions available on the ADJ UC IR24 remote unit are detailed below:

ON: Activates the fixture.

OFF: Fixture goes into stand by mode in a blackout state.

STROBE: Fixture strobes the most recently selected color or program. Strobe rate can be
adjusted by degrees using the + / - buttons, or preset strobe speeds can directly be selected using
number keys 1-15. 1 is the slowest flash speed, and 15 is the fastest.

SOUND: The fixture responds to microphone inputs with the most recently selected program.
Microphone sensitivity can then be adjusted using the +/- buttons.

COLOR: Activates color mode. Preset static colors can now be selected by using the number
keys 0-15. The intensity for the set color can then be adjusted using the +/- buttons.

PROGRAM: Activates program mode. Internal programs can be selected by using the number
keys 0-13. The selected program run speed can be adjusted with the +/- buttons.

+ and - buttons: These buttons are used to increase/decrease strobe rate when the STROBE
button is active, increase/decrease mic sensitivity when the SOUND button is active, increase/
decrease brightness intensity when the COLOR button is active, and increase/decrease program
run speed when the PROGRAM button is active. The +/- buttons can be repeatedly pressed to
make adjustments in single-step increments, or they can be pressed and held down to quickly
scroll to the desired value.

0-15 buttons: These buttons are used to select preset strobe speeds when the STROBE button
is active, to select preset static colors when the COLOR button is active, and to select internal pro-
grams when the PROGRAM button is active. Colors stored in buttons 0-15 can be edited from the
units menu if desired by the user.

EDITING IR BUTTON VALUES

These fixtures allow the user to create custom RGBA values and assign them to the numbered keys
(0-15) on the remote control. Follow the steps below:

1. In the main system menu, press MODE to navigate to “Personality,” then press ENTER. Use the UP
and DOWN buttons to scroll to “IR Button Colors,” then press ENTER again.

2. Use the UP and DOWN buttons to scroll to the number of the remote button that you would like to
use. Options range from “Button 0” to “Button 15.” Press ENTER to select the button shown on the
display screen.

3. Create a custom color for the button you have selected by using the UP and DOWN buttons to scroll
through the color component options (Red, Green, Blue, Amber, Lime). Press ENTER to select a
color component option, then use the UP and DOWN buttons to adjust the intensity of that color
component option. Selectable values range from 000 to 255. Repeat this process until you have set
the desired Red, Green, Blue, and Amber intensities to create your custom color.

NOTE: Once you have created and assigned a custom RGBA value to a remote button, the
default color for the remote button will be overridden. This means that the output color of the
fixture may no longer resemble the color shown on the remote button. The only way to return
to the default RGBA value is to reset the unit to the default factory settings by navigating to
Personality > Service > Factory Restore.

NOTE: If multiple units have been linked in a primary-secondary set up, the custom RGBA
values only need to be set up on the primary unit. The custom RGBA settings will carry over
automatically to any secondary units in the system.
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DMX SETUP

DMX-512: DMX is short for Digital Multiplex. This is a universal protocol used as a form of commu-
nication between intelligent fixtures and controllers. A DMX controller sends DMX data instructions
from the controller to the fixture. DMX data is sent as serial data that travels from fixture to fixture via
the DATA “IN” and DATA “OUT” XLR terminals located on all DMX fixtures (most controllers only have
a DATA “OUT” terminal).

DMX Linking: DMX is a language allowing all makes and models of different manufacturers to be
linked together and operate from a single controller, as long as all fixtures and the controller are
DMX compliant. To ensure proper DMX data transmission, try to use the shortest cable path possible
when using several DMX fixtures. The order in which fixtures are connected in a DMX line does not
influence the DMX addressing. For example, a fixture assigned a DMX address of 1 may be placed
anywhere in a DMX line: at the beginning, at the end, or anywhere in the middle. When a fixture is
assigned a DMX address of 1, the DMX controller knows to send DATA assigned to address 1 to that
unit, no matter where it is located in the DMX chain.

Data Cable (DMX Cable) Requirements (For DMX Operation):The Jolt Panel FX can be controlled
via DMX-512 protocol, and features multiple DMX channel modes. Your unit and your DMX control-
ler require a 5-pin XLR connector for data input and data output. If you are making your own cables,
be sure to use standard 110-120 Ohm shielded cable (This cable may be purchased at almost all pro
lighting stores). Your cables should be made with a male XLR connector at one end and a female
XLR connector on the other. Also remember that DMX cable must be daisy chained and cannot be
split.

Special Note: Line Termination. When longer runs of cable are used, you may need to use a ter-
minator on the last unit to avoid erratic behavior. A terminator is a 110-120 ohm 1/4 watt resistor
which is connected between pins 2 and 3 of a male XLR connector (DATA + and DATA -). This unit is
inserted in the female XLR connector of the last unit in your daisy chain to terminate the line. Using a
cable terminator (ADJ part number Z-DMX/T) will decrease the chances of erratic behavior.

A DMX512 terminator reduces signal errors,
avoiding most signal reflection interference.
Connect PIN 2 (DMX-) and PIN 3 (DMX+) of
the last fixture in series with a 120 Ohm, 1/4 W
Resistor to terminate the DMX512.
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DMX SETUP

DMX ADDRESSING

All fixtures should be given a DMX starting address when operating with a DMX controller, in order to
ensure that the correct fixture responds to the correct control signal. This digital starting address is
the channel number from which the fixture starts to “listen” to the digital control signal sent out from
the DMX controller. The assignment of this starting DMX address is achieved by setting the correct
DMX address on the digital control display on the fixture.

You can set the same starting address for all fixtures or a group of fixtures, or set different addresses
for each individual fixture. Setting all fixtures to the same DMX address will cause all fixtures to react
in the same way. In this case, please note that changing the settings of one channel will affect all the
fixtures simultaneously.

If you set each fixture to a different DMX address, each unit will “listen” starting at the channel num-
ber you have set, based on the quantity of DMX channels of each fixture. That means changing the
settings of one channel will only affect the selected fixture.

As an example, when operating this device in 6 channel mode, you should set the starting DMX
address of the first unit to 1, the second unit to 7 (1 + 6), the third unitto 13 (1 + 6 + 6), and so on.
(See the chart below for more details.)

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REMOTE DEVICE MANAGEMENT (RDM)

Remote Device Management (RDM) is a protocol that sits on top of the DMX512 data standard for
lighting, allowing the DMX systems of the fixtures to be modified and monitored remotely. This protocol
is ideal for instances in which a unit is installed in a location that is not easily accessible.

With RDM, the DMX512 system becomes bi-directional, allowing a compatible RDM enabled controller
to send out a signal to devices on the wire, as well as allowing the fixture to respond (known as a GET
command). The controller can then use its SET command to modify settings that would typically have to
be changed or viewed directly via the unit’s display screen, including the DMX Address, DMX Channel
Mode, and Temperature Sensors.
